     UPDATES FROM MARIAN 

Update on our adopted ship "The 
Rushmore":  Like many of our ships, the Rushmore 
has been sitting in Asia working very hard helping 
those hit by the Tsunami. They don't seem to mind 
the hard work tho, they are shocked by the 
devastation. They had crossed the International Date 
Line and lost Christmas, but they celebrated 
anyway. Gifts were passed out and a turkey dinner 
was served. They thank everyone for their 
generosity. Every person on the ship received a gift 
from us.  Nice feeling-HUH?   

My nephew, Doug Crowder, is the 
Rearadmiral who commands the Navy strike force 
from aboard the nuclear-powered aircraft carrier 
Abraham Lincoln. They left a week before the 
Rushmore from San Diego and are anchored off the 
battered coast of Indonesia to lend disaster aid.  
They were in Hong Kong over Christmas when they 
were flashed word of the disaster and ordered to 
speed to Indonesia and offer whatever aid they 
could. "We went 2,000 miles in three-and-a-half 
days--about 25 knots the whole way. We don't 
normally do that unless theres a disaster"  says 
Doug. I have been receiving weekly multiple page e-
mails from him describing the destruction and need 
of these people. They were the only help that was 
able to get food, water and medicine to remote areas 
and villages cut off by the tsunami. Helicopters are 
going 24 hours a day doing this. 

Hopefully they will remember what we are 
doing for them after this is all over and hopefully, 
things will be normal again for these people.
