The American flag represents many things.
Such as liberty, freedom, the independence of
our 50 states, and the hard work Ms. Betsy Ross
put into creating our American Flag.

Our flag has 13 stripes, one for each of the
original colonies. ~ When the United States
became a country there were only 13 states.

In case you don't already know a man wrote
the pledge named Francis Bellamy. Bellamy was
born in 1855 and died in 1932.

Originally the pledge was said with the right
hand in the “Bellamy Salute”, with the right
hand resting first outward from the chest, then
the arm extending out from the body. Once
Hitler came to power in Europe, some
Americans were concerned that this position of
the arm and hand resembled the Nazi or Fascist
salute. In 1942 Congress also established the
current practice of rendering the pledge with the
right hand over the heart.

The fourth of July was traditionally
celebrated as America’s birthday, but the idea of
an annual day specifically celebrating the flag is
believed to have originated in 1885.

The flag code specifies that any future
changes to the pledge would have to be with
the consent of the President.
