WWII Prisoners of War:  If any of you (Sailors & 

Marines only) were held as Prisoners of War 

during WWII you may be authorized to receive 

promotion back pay under the Floyd D. Spence 

Defense Authorization Act.  If you were selected 

for promotion, but not available to accept the 

promotion because of your internment--send a 

letter (APPL) postmarked before Jan 10, 2007 

to: 

    USN - Bureau of Naval Personnel 

    Attn:  WWII POW Back Pay (Pers-675 

    5720 Integrity Drive 

    Millington, TN 38055-6200 

  

    USMC - HQ. USMC 

    2 Navy Annex, RFL-F7 

    Washington, DC  20380-1775 

POW internment times are from Dec. 7, 1941 to 

Dec. 31, 1946.  If the service member is 

deceased, the surviving spouse is entitled to the 

back pay.  

The Department of the Navy will determine 

eligibility for this back pay by researching each 

individuals request (by obtaining and reviewing 

the members archived personnel and pay 

records calculated using WWII pay rates and not 

adjusted for inflation).
