MEMBERS--1 NEED YOUR HELP AGAIN

One of our members, Chuck Engebretsons'
son Eric, gave us a letter from a Pendleton
volunteer advisor asking for our help for one of
our Marines. Here is the main paragraph from
her letter:

I would like to tell you about Gunny Lind. He
is 36 years old, happily married, and has three
children. He has done five combat tours, three in
Operation Desert Storm, and two in Operation
Iragi Freedom. When he was injured, he was a
recon platoon sergeant for a 26 man unit. While
on patrol with his men, his vehicle was hit by a
"double stack" improvised explosive device
(IED). The blast went off directly underneath
him, amputating his legs (one at the knee and one
below the knee) and knocking him unconscious.
He came to shortly after and was awake while his
platoon stabilized him. He remained conscious
until he was placed under anesthesia during his
first surgery, which was done in Iragq. Gunny
Lind was then medivaced to Germany, where he
received his second surgery. His third through
seventh surgeries were performed at Bethesda
Naval Hospital. He



then reported to Walter Reed Hospital for three
weeks of physical therapy. Now, Gunny Lind is
at Balboa Hospital, where he has been fitted
with prosthetic legs and is relearning to walk.

He took his first steps exactly two months after
the attack. He will get promoted on October 1,
and his goal is to walk to his promotion. He is
already ahead of the timeline that the doctors
have set for him.

Eric is installing a first class home theater
system in Gunny Linds condo in Oceanside.
Larry, Kenny and | cleared $300 last week
Saturday and Sunday from Meals which we
donated to help Eric pay for this system.

What | am asking each of you is this: Do
you remember when we supported the ships
company in Irac during Christmas 3 years ago?
You stuck by me in glowing form and we
supplied 700 Sailors and Marines each with a
full gift box.

Now I'd like to ask you, in whatever amount
we can collect, to help Gunny Lind upgrade his
bathroom in the condo they own so he can
bathe and use the bathroom himself when he is
home. We will try to talk them into coming
down for our anniversary in October so
members can meet them. He is our "Hometown
Hero" (a Legion program throughout the U.S.),
even though he is from Fallbrook where there is
no longer a Legion. Anyone who can face the
future and smile like he does deserves our help
